Programmer’s Corner
Geoprocessing Services

Publishing a geoprocessing model
in ArcGIS Server isn’t half as intimi-
dating as you might think:

1)  Create your model in model
builder using ArcGIS desktop

2)  Copy the .tbx file to your
ArcGIS Server

3) Create a new service in ArcGIS
server and choose
‘geoprocessing service’ instead
of ‘map service’

4)  Follow the steps in the wizard

If a line feature has COGO values in the
attribute fields and the line is modified
(ie: rotated, split, exteneded, etc), the
COGO attributes will be removed and
the fields will be blank. If this is your
workflow, check the box. If it is not
your workflow, uncheck the box.
